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Mat Longworth was invited to attend the official YILPA
book launch which Heron helped to publish.

The book which tells a traditional dreamtime story of why
the Goanna and Lizard are no longer friends today and
has been written in both Wangkatha and English and
includes a spoken CD to help chi ldren learn the
Wangkatha language.

This book & CD has been distributed to all schools in the
Goldfields region and has been a most useful tool in
breaking down the cultural barriers.

Since Rotary & Heron worked together last year to
produce a book for the Wankanyi Ngurra Tjurta Language
Ctr to distribute to schools, we have wanted to produce a
calendar which could be sold and gain ongoing money to
fund more books.

This collaboration is set to continue with a 2007 calendar
based on the Wankatha numerals being put together for
sale. 

Once again Heron had a booth at
Diggers n Dealers which people found
hard to miss due to its bright visual
display and its location opposite the
entrance.
This year there was plenty of interest from people wanting to
know more about the two companies we are floating this
year. Kept busy at the booth was Matt Gauci from Epsilon
Energy and Peter Eaton from Rubicon Resources who both
agreed it was well worthwhile and have already signed up for
next year’s Diggers n Dealers.
