Progress at Jump up Dam is
progressing well with a temporary
Exploration Camp established
which houses 13 men including a
cook. Plans are well advanced to
establish a more permanent camp
for 24 workers.

This quarter Jump up Dam has
hosted a Calweld drill rig,
producing bulk samples for heap
leach testing, a RC drill rig and
Diamond drill rig completing the
infill drilling program.
